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Pathways

When it comes to the question of what
to do at key decision points, there are

a lot of options to consider. Therefore,
the Department for Education has put
together a couple of simple and handy
guides to inform young people and their
parents about the options available to
them.

each one, such as the level of study,
entry requirements, duration of the
course, and where it can lead.
