	· choral work and physical theatre style movements are embedded within the piece throughout
· Motifs and representative movements are repeated throughout to represents emotions and internal reaction

	There will be high impact on the audience’s senses throughout
	· The fourth wall is deliberately broken and re-established – creating an immediate sense of danger or tension where the audience are challenge (sometimes uncomfortable) 
· Both live and recorded sound will be used to provoke, support and shock the audience

	Movement will ‘speak’ just as loudly as voice
	· Movement has its own ‘language’ which should be easily read by the observer
· Movement are connected to emotions AND reflect the changing environment through visual engagement with the spoken  text 
· Movement will suddenly change dynamic and focus, both complimenting and contrasting the themes and central narrative

	Definition

	Abstract
	When a character or characters do something which is not naturalistic, representing an ‘inner’ state: would not happen in an everyday life situation.

	Movement
	Connecting your body with the characteristics and emotions of the character’s internal experience

	Rhythm  
	Deliberate, regular repeating of movement or sound. This can change the dynamics of the character or ensemble scene

	Gestures
	An expressive movement of the body, or something that is said or done to show a feeling.

	Physical theatre
	A form of theatre which emphasizes the use of physical movement, as in dance and mime, for expression.

	Exaggerated movement
	Large over the top movements that have an ‘unreal’ appearance

	Externalising emotions 
	Using movement to show your emotions.

	Physicalising of objects
	Objects and environments are created by people.

	Ensemble work
	Working as a group to create a specific overall stage effect – this includes rapid role swapping and extensive use of multi-role acting

	Practitioner
	A person who creates a style of theatre such as: Berkoff, Grotowski, Brecht, Stanislawski, Artaud

	Non-naturalistic theatre
	Theatre doesn’t necessarily portray real life but has maximum emotional impact on an audience

	Third person address/action narration
	Talking about character in third person rather than first whilst physically reinacting the story

	Objective and subjective choral work
	Moving or speaking at the same time as other ensemble members to create specific effects/ commentary on the action or theme
